Senator Saldana introduced Senate Bill 6529 during the 2018 legis-

lative session in Washington State.  The eleven-page bill addressed 

pesticide drift, ad-

vance notice appli-

cation require-

ments, worker pro-

tection and ad-

vanced notification 

requirements, 

property posting 

requirements, labor 

and industry notifications, fines, records and reporting requirements, 

illness reporting requirements, storage requirements and other items 

which gave the agricultural community pause as how to comply. The 

Bill was modified into a  workgroup which met four times over the 

summer and fall resulting in a report to the legislature that was re-

leased on January 11, 2019 and is available here: https://

www.doh.wa.gov/Portals/1/Documents/4000/PASW_Report.pdf  In 

short, the recommendation is to expand training and establish a new 

pesticide application safety panel. The report was provided to the 

legislature during this 2019 session and will be taken up again.
